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THE GIZA PLATEAU AERIAL:

Many peopie will be drawn to the pyramids, but allow me to direct you to other
more important items. You will be abie o look at the pyramids later. As you study
this drawing please begin at the lower right working out. | will identify the kems of
Interest. You will be able o do your own Intemnet ssarch using GoogleEarth
aerials o kientify all the components | list herein. This identification will help you
1o discover many things you may not be able fo kientify on your own.

1. Lower right (blue) Is standing water indicating a high water table at Giza.
Indications are the water her Is 81 feet above sea level.

2. North of the standing water is a very, very thick wall (thicker and larger than
the Sphinx), indicating it is a levy wall. Base height is 70 feet above ssa
level. The walllevy is over 20 feet tall, designed for holding back 16 or more
feat of water.

3. Northeast of the standing water we see both an ABOVE ground cametary
avidencing a high water table, and large trees. One must wonder why above
graves/cemelary in the desert aand? Simplel To avoid the high water
table. Nofe: the camefery and treee are at appraximaisly the same elevation
an the Sphimc

4. Look now atour litie Sphinx. The structure is only 20+feet wide and 65 feet
tall. Notice based on the standing water foday (Year 2007) the water table is
only 9 fest below the Sphinx Look again at the standing water and the
elevation of each, considering this Is a sandy desert. Permeation of water
through the soll makes the water table fakrly uniform in areas near the
standing water. NOTICE: When the water table was high enough fo employ
the levy wall then the water around the Sphinx would be at shoulder high on
the structure thus creating the body ercsion, cavity wear, and erosion
pattems inside the hole I sits in.

6. Notice the Pyramids. Alignments, construction, destruction, demise, purpose
